Snippets from Recent Club Programs

June 5 — Allison (DeYoung) Schmidt, Kiwanis Foundation Account

Allison DeYoung, a former Kiwanis member, and her
partner, Steve Higgins, presented an interesting program
discussing their firm and their approach to managing our
Foundation monies in respect to inflation possibilities and
interest rate movement. First, Allison explained that their
firm is a registered investment advisor in a fiduciary role.
Furthermore, they are a concierge investment firm
meaning they can handle many types of investments. We
currently have elected to have a balanced approach of
50/50 bonds and equities. We have a liquidity focus in
that we can withdraw funds as needed to support projects 3
for kids in our community. We currently have institutional shares earning 3 59% year
to date and 7.87% over the past twelve months. Steve went on to discuss inflation
and interest rates. He explained how it took over 200 years to amass seven trillion in
debt only to see that same amount of debt duplicated in the last nine years.
Traditionally, after a recession like we had in 2008, there would be a 3.5% growth
rate in recovery. Under our previous president, that recovery was approximately
1.9%. The U.S. 10-year bond at 1.6% is the best in the world. This attracts investors,
but the downside is that banks have been forced to keep big reserves, and there is 2.4
trillion dollars stashed off shore by corporations for any humber of reasons. Probably
the biggest reason is our high tax rate compared to the rest of the world. He went on
to conclude that inflation in the coming years is a real possibility. It may not be as bad
as the 70°s-80’s, but one needs to plan accordingly. One needs to have investments
that can appreciate and maybe have cash to invest when the time is right.
